Disposition of Acocunts and Amounts
not claimed Disclosure

A tenor con las disposiciones contenidas en el Articulo 6.09
de la Ley 255 del 28 de octubre de 2002 enmendada al 2016,
segun enmendada mediante la Ley 81 del 2 de junio del
2008, y la Politica para la Disposicion de Cuentas y
Cantidades No Reclamadas de MaunaCoop, las cantidades
de dinero y otros bienes liquidos en poder de la Cooperativa
que no hayan sido reclamados o que no hayan sido objeto de
transaccién alguna durante cinco (5) afios consecutivos,
exceptuando aquellas cantidades provenientes de cuentas de
acciones, pasaran a una reserva de capital social de la
Cooperativa 0 a su partida de capital indivisible.

El término de cinco (5) afios se contara a partir de la fecha de
la Ultima transaccion, y en aquellos instrumentos que tenga
fecha de vencimiento, el término de cinco (5) afos
comenzara a decursar desde la fecha de su vencimiento.

La imposicién de cargos por servicio ni el pago de intereses o
dividendos se consideraran como una transaccion o actividad
en la cuenta.

Conforme a lo establecido en ley, la Cooperativa notificara a
los duefios de cuentas inactivas que las mismas serén objeto
de transferencia. Esto se hara mediante la publicacion de un
listado en un lugar visible en las sucursales y oficinas de
servicio de la Cooperativa por un término de noventa (90)
dias consecutivos. Simultaneamente, se publicara un aviso
en un periddico de circulacién general en Puerto Rico.

Los gastos incurridos por la Cooperativa en relacién con la
publicacion ~ del  aviso  podran  ser  deducidos
proporcionalmente del balance de cada cuenta no reclamada.

Luego de efectuada la transferencia de una cuenta u otros
bienes liquidos a las reservas de capital, solo se admitiran
reclamaciones presentadas no mas tarde de cinco (5) afios a
partir de la transferencia.

According to the dispositions in the Article 6.09 of the Sate
Law 255 of October 28, 2002 amended 2016 as amended by
means of the State Law 81 of June 2, the 2008, and the
Disposition of Accounts and Amounts Not Claimed Policy of
MaunaCoop (the Cooperative), the amounts of money and
other liquid goods in possession of the Cooperative that have
not been claimed or that are not being subject to any
transaction during five (5) consecutive years, excepting those
amounts originating from share accounts, will pass to a social
capital reserve of the Cooperative or to its departure of
indivisible capital.

The term of five (5) years will be counted as of the date of the
last transaction, and in those instruments that have an
expiration date, the term of five (5) years will begin from the
date of its expiration.

The imposition of service charges neither the payment of
interests or dividends will be considered like a transaction or
activity in the account.

According to the established in law, the Cooperative will notify
the owners of inactive accounts that this accounts and
amounts will be object of transfer. This will be done by
means of the publication of a listing in a visible place in the
branch offices and service offices of the Cooperative by a
term of ninety (90) consecutive days. Simultaneously, a
notice will be published in a general circulation newspaper in
Puerto Rico.

The expenses incurred by the Cooperative in relation to the
publication of the notice will be able to be deduced
proportionally of the balance of each account not claimed.

After the transfer of an account or other liquid goods to the
capital reserves are performed, we will only admit
reclamations presented not later than five (5) years as of the
date of the transfer.
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
